Procedures for Application and Admission as a foreign Research Student

Applicants intending to do research work on a particular subject of law or political science may apply to the Graduate School of Law through the procedure described in this document.  Research students pursue research under the supervision of an academic advisor, and must submit a report of research conducted during the period of their admission to their advisor by March 15.

Qualifications for admission (one of the following)

1. Applicant holds a Masters degree or equivalent; or

2. Applicant is deemed to have the scholastic ability to accomplish their research objective as a research student.

Period of enrollment


The period of enrollment shall be for one year, with possibility of extension for a period of up to one year.  The period of enrollment for a research student entering during the academic year shall end on the last day of March.

Application Procedure

Applicants must make the following submissions after obtaining the consent of a potential academic supervisor:

Documents for submission

Application (in the form prescribed by the Graduate School of Law, with aphoto taken within the past 6 months);

Research Proposal (in the form prescribed, written in Japanese by the applicant himself/herself);

Curriculum vitae (in the form prescribed, in Japanese or in English, or with a Japanese or English translation attached);

Certificate of Graduation or a Transcript of Diploma authenticated by the university or institute from which the applicant graduated (in Japanese or in English, or with a Japanese or English translation attached);

Official academic record (transcript) of the university from the which applicant has graduated (in Japanese or in English, or with a Japanese or English translation attached);

Certificate of Graduation or a Transcript of Diploma authenticated by the university or institute which the applicant has most recently graduated (in Japanese or in English, or with a Japanese or English translation attached);

Official academic record (transcript) from the latest institution the applicant has attended (in Japanese or in English, or with a Japanese or English translation attached);

Recommendation issued by the dean equivalent of the university or institute the applicant has most recently attended (in Japanese or in English, or with a Japanese or English translation attached); and

In case that the applicant is currently employed, consent to university entry by the relevant company or agency.

 Entrance examination fee specified below.

Fee payment undertaking (in the prescribed form) and proof of financial capacity to pay fees (such as a bank deposit statement).


Period for submission of applications

Applications may be submitted at any time.  However, applications are reviewed only at the beginning of July, the beginning of January, and the beginning of March.

Selection method

Admission decisions will be made on the basis of submitted materials only.

Admission decision

The admission decision will be communicated to the applicant when the decision is made.

Admission procedures

Applicants who receive approval for admission as postgraduate research students must submit the entrance fee (see below) and the tuition fee (see below), and any additional documents that may be required, by the deadline specified (by separate notification) by the Graduate School of law.

Period for admission

Admissions take place on April 1 and October 1.  However, if admission by the appropriate date is not possible, for reasons such as delay in obtaining a visa for entry into Japan, entry on dates other than those specified above is possible.  (Applicants in this situation should notify the Academic Affairs Section without delay.)

Other matters

1. No application will be accepted unless all the documents mentioned under the above items are fully and correctly submitted.

2. Neither documents or examination fees will be returned after submission.

Note: As most lectures and seminars at the School of Law are conducted in Japanese, applicants should have a high level of Japanese language proficiency for understanding them. Furthermore, high ability and knowledge of Japanese will be required at the entrance examination for the Graduate Program. In any case, applicants are strongly advised to make effort to master Japanese before coming to Japan.
