Procedures for Application and Admission as a foreign Research Student

Those who wish to conduct research on a specific subject in law or political science may apply for admission to the school of Law as an undergraduate research student. In such case, they will pursue their research under the supervision of an academic advisor. He is required that they submit a report concerning the details and expect time–frame of their research to their supervisors by March 15.  

Admission Requirements

Those who wish to apply should meet one of the following qualifications: 

(1) Be a graduate of a university Law faculty or any faculty relevant or equivalent to a law faculty.,   

(2) Be recognized as having the scholastic ability to attain the goals of one’s research. 

Application Procedure

Applicants should get permission in advance and submit the following documents to the Student Affairs Office of our School.

Required documents: 

1. Application using the prescribed form (with a photograph taken within the past 6 months);

2. Research proposal using the prescribed form written in Japanese by the applicant himself/herself; 
3. Curriculum vitae using the prescribed form (in Japanese or in English)

4. Certificate of Graduation issued from the university or institute from which the applicant graduated (with a Japanese or English translation attached if required):

5. Certified academic record/transcript from the university or institute from which applicants graduated (with a Japanese or English translation attached if required):

6. Official certificate of master's degree or doctor's degree.

7. Recommendation from the head or those of equivalent status of the university or institute the applicant previously attended (with a Japanese or English translation attached if required):

8. In case that the applicant is now working:  admission for matriculation from employer (in the case of applicants currently employed)(with a Japanese or English translation attached if required). Entrance examination fee  (9,800 Yen)

* No application will be accepted unless all the documents mentioned under the above items are fully and correctly completed. 

** Once received by the university, documents or examination fee will not’ be returned under any circumstances. 

Application Period

Application should be received by no later than: 

· The end of June (for admission to the October enrollment)
· December 24 (for admission to the April enrollment)

· The end of February (for admission to the April enrollment)

Selection and Admission
After a screening of submitted documents, applicants will be informed as to whether thy have been granted admission as undergraduate research students to enroll, in most case, for up to one year from April or October to the following March.  This, however, may be extended by a maximum of one more year under special circumstances.
